PROJECT OVERVIEW 

The Lower Tule River Irrigation District (LTRID or District) is seeking bids from interested and 
qualified Contractors to install protective fencing located around Lake Success in Porterville, 
California (Project). 
 
Notice. The Lower Tule River Irrigation District, an irrigation special district organized and 
existing under the California Irrigation District Law (Water Code §20500, et seq.) and 
authorizing statutes (Water Code §22975, et seq.) (“District”), hereby gives notice that it will 
accept Bids for construction of the following public work:

Protective Fencing  

 
Bid Submission. LTRID will receive sealed bids no later than 12:00 p.m. on August 29, 2025 at 
the District office located at 357 E. Olive Avenue, Tipton California.  
 
Statement of Qualifications. Each Bidder shall be required to submit a Statement of 
Qualifications as required in the District’s Bid Documents for Protective Fencing (“Project”).  
 
Description of Work. The Work consists of the following:  
 

Installation of Protective Fencing 
- Installation of approx. 14,448.68 LF of five-strand barbed wire fencing with proper 

posts, bracing, and corner assemblies meeting materials requirements 
- Standard 12-gauge, five-strand barbed wire  
- 125 or 133-gauge metal T-posts spaced every 9 to 10 feet and line posts every 150 to 

200 feet. 
- Midline and elevation bracing where necessary for structural stability  
- Standard corner 2 7/8-inch pipe posts with bracing  
- Standard 10ft x 4ft steel tube utility cattle gates with bracing and support where 

indicated in the Project Exhibits 
- Contractor must verify location of gates and fencing with District surveyor prior 

to installation. 

Contract Time. Work shall be completed within 185 calendar days from the date the selected 
contractor is directed to proceed with the Work.  
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Public Works Laws. The successful bidder must comply with all applicable California 
prevailing wage laws. Updated wages can be obtained by visiting www.dir.ca.gov for State 
Prevailing Wage Rates. The successful bidder shall be responsible for using up-to-date wage 
rates. In accordance with California Labor Code, Section 1771.4, the successful bidder and any 
subcontractors shall furnish certified payroll records directly to the California Department of 
Industrial Relations (DIR) on a weekly basis and in the format prescribed by the DIR. 
Contractors and subcontractors on this public works project will be required to submit certified 
payroll records (CPRs) to the Labor Commissioner using DIR's electronic certified payroll 
reporting system. See http://www.dir.ca.gov/public- works/publicworks.html for additional 
information. This project is subject to compliance monitoring and enforcement by the DIR. No 
contractor or subcontractor may be awarded a bid for a public works project unless registered 
with DIR pursuant to Labor Code Section 1725.5 and 1771.1. Contractor and any subcontractors 
must provide proof of active registration from the Public Works Contractor Registration online 
system at https://efiling.dir.ca.gov/PWCR/Search prior to commencement of any Work 
performed. Failure to submit this information with your bid may deem your bid non- responsive. 
 
Bid Instruction. Bidders shall refer to the Instructions for Bidder’s section for the required 
documents and items to be included with their bid, which must be submitted in a sealed envelope 
to the District.  
 
Bid Preparation Cost. Bidders are solely responsible for the cost of preparing their Bids.  
 
Reservation of Rights. LTRID reserves the right, it its sole discretion to reject any or all Bids, or 
rebid, or to waive inconsequential deviations from bid requirements not involving the time, price, 
or quality of Work.

mail. LTRID will reject any bids received after the specified time and return such bids to 
Bidders unopened. Bidders must submit bids in accordance with the requirements stated 
in this document.

3. Bid Submission. Bidder should mark its bid envelope as “Bid for Success Reservoir 

Enlargement Project – Protective Fencing” and seal the envelope. All required submittals 
shall be included with the bid and failure to submit all required document entitles LTRID 
to reject the bid as non-responsive. All bids shall contain the following:  
 

a. Bid Form  
b. Bidder’s bond security completed 
c. Non-collusion Declaration  
d. Bidder Certifications  

 
4. Bid Security. Bidders must submit with their bids either cash, a cashier’s check, certified 

check from a responsible bank in the United States, or a corporate surety bond furnished 
by a surety authorized to do business in the State of California, in an amount not less than 
ten percent (10%) of the total bid, payable to LTRID. All bidders choosing a surety bond 
must submit it with the form included in the Bid Documents. District will reject as non-
responsive any bids without the required bid security. 
 
LTRID may retain bid security for a period of ninety (90) days after award or full 
execution of the Contract, whichever occurs first. Upon full execution of the Contract and 
upon request by the Bidder the District will return unsuccessful bidders bid security.  
 

5.  Statement of Qualifications. Bidders must include a Statement of Qualifications, 
included in the bid documents.  
 

6. Questions Regarding Bid. All questions pertaining to this request are to be submitted in 
writing no later than August 20, 2025 at 5:00 pm to Liz Hochhalter at 
liz@six33solutions.com.

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the Bid Documents in the sole discretion of the District. All addendums shall be 
considered part of the Bid Documents and binding on all bidders.  
 

7. Other Requirements. Submission of a bid signifies the Bidder has carefully examined 
the Bid Documents and understands the nature, extent, and location of the Work to be 
performed.  
 

8. Public Works and DIR Registration. The successful bidder must comply with all 
applicable California prevailing wage laws. Updated wages can be obtained by visiting 
www.dir.ca.gov for State Prevailing Wage Rates. The successful bidder shall be 
responsible for using up-to-date wage rates. In accordance with California Labor Code, 
Section 1771.4, the successful bidder and any subcontractors shall furnish certified 
payroll records directly to the California Department of Industrial Relations (DIR) on a 
weekly basis and in the format prescribed by the DIR.

9. Equal Opportunity Requirements. Contractor shall comply with all applicable federal, 

state, and local laws, rules, and regulations, in regard to nondiscrimination in 
employment.  
 

10. Schedule. The Contractor shall provide a schedule of work and begin construction 
diligently after the contract is awarded and a notice to proceed is issued by LTRID. The 
time to complete this project is 185 calendar days following the date the notice to proceed 
is issued by LTRID. 

 
11. Bid Opening. LTRID will open bid envelopes at the District office on the date and time 

specified in these Bid Documents.  
 

12. Determination of Low Bidder and Evaluation. The apparent low bid will be 
determined after bid opening by LTRID. Following the opening of the bids the District 
shall review the submitted bids for compliance with bid requirements, if a bid is 
determined to be non-responsive, then it will be rejected and the bidder notified. If a 
bidder is deemed non-responsible by the District, then the District will notify the bidder.  
 
District may reject any or all bids and waive any informalities or minor irregularities in 
the bids. District also reserves the right, in its discretion, to reject all bids and re-bid the 
Work. District reserves the right to reject any or all nonconforming, non-responsive, 
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unbalanced, or conditional bids, and reject the bid of any bidder that the District 
considers would not be a responsible bidder. For purposes of these bid documents, an 
“unbalanced bid” is one having nominal prices for some work items and enhanced prices 
for other work items.  
 
District shall have the right to conduct a reasonable investigation of bidders, including 
but not limited to contacting references, subcontractors, and sureties as necessary to 
evaluate the bid.  
 
If there is any dispute between the multiplication of units of work and unit prices, the unit 
price shall control. Discrepancies between the indicated sum or the correct sum will be 
resolved in favor of the correct sum and discrepancies between written words and figures 
will be resolved in favor of the words.  
 
Quantities stated in the Bid Documents are approximated and subject to correction based 
on final measurement of the work after completion and are further subject to rights 
reserved by the District to increase or diminish the amount of work for any item if 
necessary for the or advantageous for the completion of the Project.  
 

13. Award. If the contract is awarded, it will be awarded to the lowest responsive, 
responsible bidder. Following completion of District’s review of the bids, the District will 
issue a Notice of Award to the successful bidder. District reserves the right to award all or 
parts of this RFP. If pricing by a bidder is quoted as a package and items cannot be 
separated, then the bidder must state that requirement in writing in the bid.  
 
Bid Protests. Bid Protest Procedures - Any bid protest must be in writing and received by 
LTRID on before 4:00 p.m. on the fifth working day following the opening of the bids. 
For purposes of this section a working day means a day that LTRID is open for normal 
business and excludes weekends and holidays observed by LTRID. The bid protest must 
contain a complete statement of the basis for the protest and all supporting 
documentation. Material submitted after the Bid Protest Deadline will not be considered. 
The protest must refer to the specific portion or portions of the Contract Documents upon 
which the protest is based. The protest must include the name, address, email address, 
and telephone number of the person representing the protesting bidder if different from 
the protesting bidder. Bid protest will be resolved by the District General Manager in 
writing. An appeal of this decision may be made to the LTRID Board of Directors if filed, 
in writing, with LTRID by 4:00 p.m. on the second working day following delivery of the 
decision by the District General Manager by email or personal delivery. The decision by 
the LTRID Board of Directors is final.  
 
LTRID reserves the right to award the Contract to the bidder it has determined to be the 
responsible bidder submitting the lowest responsive bid, and to issue a Notice to Proceed 
with the Work notwithstanding any pending or continuing challenge to its determination. 
Responsibility shall be evaluated based on bidder qualifications, past performance, 
compliance history, completeness of submittals, and capacity to perform all aspects of the 
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scope. Failure to meet these requirements may result in rejection regardless of bid 
amount. 

 
14. Post Notice of Award Requirements. After Notice of Award the successful bidder must 

execute and deliver to LTRID the following within ten days following the Notice of 
Award, failure to submit these documents entitles LTRID to rescind the award and cause 
the bidder’s bond to be forfeited.  
 

a. Contract  
b. Performance Bond  
c. Labor and Materials Payment Bond 
d. Additional documents if required in the Notice of Award 

 
15. Modification of Commencement of Work. District reserves the right to modify the date 

for the commencement of the Project.  
 

16. Bids and Contract are Public Records. Bidders should be aware the District is a public 
agency and subject to the requirements of the California Public Records Act. Any 
information submitted or contained in a bid is subject to public inspection as a public 
record. If a bidder believes any information contained in a bid submittal is exempt from 
the Public Records Act, then they should mark such information as such and submit it in 
a separate sealed envelope. District will notify the bidder of any Public Records Act 
request requesting this information, but bidder acknowledges that it is presumed such 
records are public and submission of such documents indicates that the bidder is agreeing 
to indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the District, its officials, officers, employees, 
representatives, and agents, from any and all claims or actions related to the 
nondisclosure of said documents.  
 

17. Cancellation or Termination of Contract. The Owner may terminate any contract 
derived from this bid as follows:  

- WITHOUT CAUSE at any time by giving thirty (30) calendar days written notice 
to the successful bidder;  

- WITH CAUSE (Default) at any time by giving ten (10) calendar days written 
notice to the successful bidder. Cancellation for cause shall be at the discretion of 
the Owner and shall be, but is not limited to, failure to supply the items, materials, 
equipment or services specified within the time allowed or within the terms, 
conditions or provisions of this bid. The successful bidder may not cancel any 
contract derived from this bid, without prior written consent of the Owner.

7. Work Quality Documentation. Include photo documentation, inspection reports, or letters of 
recommendation for similar fencing work completed. Required at submission. 

8. Subcontractor List. Provide a full list of subcontractors to be used, including license numbers 
and scopes of work. Required at submission.

1. Work to be Completed. Contractor will complete, in accordance with the Contract 

Documents, the fencing work, and installation of cattle gates described in the Project 
Exhibits for LTRID, referred to herein as the “Project” and in addition Contractor will 
complete any incidental work necessary to complete the work as part of this contract at no 
additional cost to LTRID. LTRID agrees that if actual lineal feet of fence to be constructed 
exceeds the estimated amounts, then Contractor may request a change order upon verification 
of difference between estimated and actual amounts fencing. No additional work will be paid 
for by LTRID without a written change order signed by both parties. Any request for a 
change order submitted by the Contractor shall include all factual information in support of 
the request, LTRID has to the right to review and request additional information from the 
Contractor and may deny the Change Order if LTRID determines the facts do not support 
approval of the Change Order. Any disputes over rejected Change Orders will be addressed 
as claim/dispute under Public Contract Code section 9204.  
 

2. Timely Completion of Project. Contractor shall commence work and shall complete the 
work in accordance with the construction schedule to be approved by LTRID. The sequence 
of operations, method of operations, and force employed shall be the responsibility of the 
Contractor to complete the work as required.

works. Contractor shall coordinate with the District and the District’s surveyor to ensure all 
gates and the location of the fencing aligns with these materials and must verify the location 
in writing prior to commencing installation. Any deviations from the correct fence alignment 
provided by the District and the District’s surveyor shall be corrected at the Contractor’s sole 
expense. 

 
7. Inspection. Contractor agrees to provide LTRID access to the worksite for inspections as 

required by LTRID during the project. If the work is reasonably deemed not suitable by 
LTRID and notice is provided in writing to the Contractor, then Contractor shall fix or 
replace any items deemed not suitable within thirty days or file a claim with LTRID under 
the claims resolution process.  

 
8. Contractor Responsible for Utilities and Private Property Improvements. The existence 

and location of any public or private utilities indicated on the Project Exhibits is not 
guaranteed. Contractor is advised to utilize reasonable care in locating utilities. LTRID 
agrees to abide by Public Contract Code section 4215 if private utility’s locations are not 
specified and they cannot be located with reasonable care. Contractor shall be responsible for 
maintenance and protection of any pipelines, public utilities, driveways, curbs, gutters, 
mailboxes, and fencing that is not being removed as part of the Project. Contractor shall be 
responsible for preserving and protecting in place any such private property improvements 
and public utility structures. Contractor shall maintain access to any driveways during 
construction. Contractor shall work with adjacent landowners to maintain security of any 
livestock that must be fenced in during construction of the fencing, at Contractor expense 
during the Project.
